NEW INITIATIVES OF THE ISA

YOUNG AUTHORS' MERIT AWARDS

This 1s a new scheme through which the 154 is trying
to live up to its worldwide task of stimulating the
development of the discipline and providing
encouragement for scholars in all regions. It is
aimed at the young sociologists - those in their
twenties and thirties - and seeks to bring them into
a supportive international framework which will be of
service in their future work. Simultaneously our
international community will benefit from the early
invalvement of these creative scholars and the diver-
sity of the cultural contributions they will bring to
our invisible college.

Although the final scheme still has to be approved by
th Executive Committee, 1its broad outlines are
tﬁwg shape and it 1s useful to communicate these
now so that any constructive suggestions received can
be incorporated into the final plan - members should
write to the Secretariat by January lst, 1988.

Basically young authors are invited to submit am
original, unpublished article of general sociological
interest in one of about seven languages. Each
language group will have its own Jury evaluating
papers received, with special provision of extra
juries for those writing in English or French as
their secand language.

The authors of every paper considered warthy of
publication will receive a commendation and be listed
in the Bulletin. A limited number of articles of
outstanding quality will be given merit awards and
sent to an overall Jjury which will select the best
for presentation at the MWorld Congress. Prizes will
include IS5A membership, publication of papers and
travel assistance to attend the World Congress.

This scheme will run every four years, with the
first young authors being honoured at the 1990 World
Congress. Those thinking of participating should keep
Summer 1989 in mind as the deadline for submitting
their papers. Further details will be widely
publicized in 1988 and be available from the
S&taraat.

It is crucial to stress at the outset that the ISA
recognizes that interests, content, style, approach,
and presentation differ from one region to another,
determined by the histaory of sociological
development, the specific issues which are critical
in different parts of the world, and the differential
availability of various kinds of resources.
Explicitly then, papers will not be judged by their
closeness or conformity to the statistical
sophistication or extensive referencing which are
only possible to those with access to expensive
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technology and large libraries.

The evaluative criteria used will place more
emphasis on the novelty of a view than 1its grounding
in the literature and on a well argued hypothesis
rather than on its elaborate quantitative substantia-
tion. WVariety of content and substance, mirroring
regional concerns, and diversity of conceptualization
ar literary presentation, reflecting cultural
diversity, are not merely acceptable but desirable.

Universal criteria of good socioclogy there must
be, for one community working in and for one world,
but these we must disengage from among the regional
contributions rather than imposing a culturally
biased definition in advance. This search for univer-
sals beyond specificities 1is the most challenging
aspect of this project, Although we will be groping
our way forward and probably learning most through
our mistakes, this should be the greatest collective
contribution of the scheme to what the 'development
of sociology' really means.

HISTORY OF RC 06
FAMILY RESEARCH

ORIGINS

A group of independent persons interested in family
sociology began in 1954 a seminar to encourage
sociologists to do cross-national studies on the
family. Led by Nels Anderson (then Director of the
UNESCO Institute of Social Sciences in Cologne, FRG)
it attracted to 1its meetings scholars from Eastern
and Western Europe and from the USA. Since 1985 they
held one meeting yearly, and three volumes of reports
were published until 1959. These seminars took place
in Cologne (FRG) 1954, Sévres (France) 1955, Cologne



(FRG) 1954, MWageningen (The Netherlands) 1957, and
Madrid (Spain) 1958.

Nels Anderson was in charge of the secretariat of
the Seminar wuntil the UNESCO Institute finished its
work in 1958-59. Reuben Hill and John Mogey
petitioned the ISA at the Congress held in Stressa
(Italy) in 1959, to recognize this group as its Sub-
Committee on Family Research.

EXECUTIVE AND MEMBERS

The first president of the Sub-Committee was Reuben
Hill (USA). Dther members of the group were: E.G.
Arboleya (Spain), G. Baumert (FRG) who would be
secretary of the Sub-Committee wuntil his death in
1963, V. Bonac (Yugoslavia), H. Christensen (USA), G.
Karlsson (Sweden), J. Mogey (USA) and L. Rosenmayr
(Austrial.

In 1962, the year of the Vth World Congress of Socio-
logy held in Washington, the Committee experienced a
first stage of growth. That year the Committee had 20
members coming from 15 countries: USA (4), France

( GDR (2}, Austria (1), Belgium (1), India (1),
le el (1), Japan (1), The MNetherlands (1}, Norway
{1}, Poland (1), Spain (1}, Sweden (1), USSR (1) and

Yugoslavia (11}.

Three years later, the membership was 22 individuals
caming from 17 countries: USA (3), Belgium (2),
France (2), USSR (2), Austria (1), England (1), GDR
(1), India (1), Israel (11, Japan (1), Mexico (1),
The Netherlands (1), Norway (1), Poland (1), Spain
(1), Sweden (1), and Yugoslavia (1).

Immediately after its establishment, the Sub-Commit-
tee on the Family accepted to continue the
organization of the International Seminars on Family
Research (CFRIS). The first one organized by the Sub-
Committee as such, was the &th International Seminar
on Family, held 1n Opatija (Yugoslavial, 1B-24
September 1941, wupon invitation by the Yugoslav
Council aof Child Welfare. The main theme of the
meeting was "Family and Urbanization", and the
Committee members were able to define the theme to be
discussed at the Vth World Congress of Sociology,
that would take place the following year in
Washington, D.C. (USA). Three members of the Commit-
tee attended the Seminar which had ca. 20
participants, mainly from Yugoslavia (10) and the USA
(4); other countries represented were FRG (1),
Belgium (1), France (1), The MNetherlands (1) and
United Kingdom (1).

At the sessions on "Sociology of the Family" which
took place during the Vth World Congress of Sociology
in September 1962, 4 papers were submitted on the
issue "Problems 1in Human Organization" and 4 others
on "Coping with Response Errors and Cultural
Eguivalence of Interview Guides".

During the 7th International Seminar an Family
Research held in MWashington (USA), 10-14 September
1962, 2B persons participated in the meetings and
discussions. This seminar was partly financed by the
US National Institute of Mental Health. Participants
came from the following countries: USA (17), France

(2), Austria (1), Belgium (1), Denmark (1), FRG (1),
India (1), Israel (1), Spain (1), Sweden (1) and
Norway (11).

On August 1B-24, 1963, a week-long Bth International
Seminar on Family Research was conducted 1in Oslo
(Norway), supported by the Institute for Social
Research, under the chairmanship of Erik Grdnseth. 12
papers were presented.

The 9th International Seminar on Family Research was
held in Tokyo (Japan), on September 14-20, 1945,
jointly sponsored by the Japanese Sociological
Society, the Japanese National Commission for UNESCO
and the I5A. This was the first activity of the ISA
to be held in Asia. Financing was obtained from these
organizations as well as from UNESCO of Paris, the
Japanese National Government, the Asia Foundation and
the Ford Foundation. The organizing committee was
chaired by Takeshi Koyoma. The seminar was organized
around two major themes of high interest both in Asia
and in the West: "Relations between the Family and
the Extended Kin", and "Child Behavior under Varying
Family Patterns"”. 90 participants discussed 29
research papers, divided into two seminar groups.
Participants came from Asia and Oceania (22), Europe
and the Middle East (B) and the USA (11). About 50
observers, mostly from universities and research
centers in Japan, participated on a more restricted
basis.

At the VIth World Congress of Sociclogy held in Evian
(France), September 1944, the Research Committee held
4 sessions on Family Research, at which 2B papers
were presented by authors coming from USA (8),
Algeria (2), Canada (2), Iran (2), Japan (2), Belgium
(21, England (1), France (1), Israel (1), Italy (1),
Morocco (1), The Netherlands (1), Tunisia (1), USSR
(1) and Yugoslavia (1). Sessions were attended by an
audience of more than 300 sociologists.

The 10th International Seminar on Family Research
accepted an invitation from the Institute for Social
Studies and Research in Teheran (Iran) and it took
place in March 194B. The meeting consisted of ten
sessions where 39 papers were presented.

The 11th International Seminar on Family Research was
held on September 4-10, 1970 at Westfield College,
University of London (UK). The organizing committee

HISTORY OF RC 12
——— SOCIOLOGY OF LAW

ORIGINS

The Sociology of Law has by now a long tradition in
the field of historical and theoretical studies. In
the field of emipirical research, however, the disci-
pline has developed more recently. Although there are
many examples of research 1n the sociology of law
which were carried put between the First and Second
World Wars, it can be said that only in the Post-War
period, and especially in the last two decades, has
this research taken a notable dimension in the USA
(1950's and 1960's), 1in the Scandinavian countries
and in other countries of Western and Eastern Europe.

D g
the seminar, the RC's most important contributio s
made by the research group on Knowledge and Opinion
about Law, which promoted a  debate on the
methodological and organizational problems connected
with cross-national research. The MWorking Group on
Documentation in Sociology of Law presented a book

by R. Treves, containing several contributions on the

1. SOCIOLOGY OF KNOWLEDGE
ORIGINS

At the IV World Congress of Sociology (Milano and
Stressa, 19599) an additional session was held on
Saturday morning, 12 September 1959, in order to
discuss the formation of a Research Committee on
Sociology of Knowledge. The meeting was suggested by
Tom Bottomore, then Executive Secretary of the ISA,
who invited Kurt Wolff (USA) to organize and chair
the session.

Lucien Goldmann, Talcott Parsons, Alexander wvon
Schelting and Kurt Wolff requested the President of
the 1SA, T.H. Marshall, to authorize a day-long
meeting at the V World Congress of Sociology
(Washington, D.C. 1962). Kurt MWolff chaired that
session on the sociology of knowledge, at which 23
papers were presented by authors coming from: USA
(7), France (4), USSR (2), Brazil (1), Czechoslovakia
(1), GDR (1), India (1), Italy (1), Mexico (1), The
Netherlands (1), Poland (1), Taiwan (1), UK (1).



In 19465 Kurt Wolff was aksed by the IS5A Executive
Committee to organize a Research Committee on
Sociology of Knowledge, to be formally constituted at
the VI World Congress of Sociology (Evian 1966).

EXECUTIVE AND MEMBERS

The first and only president of the Research Commit-
tee was Kurt Wolff (USA). It 1s not known how many
memhers the Committee had. The Board elected at the
VI World Congress in Evian (1966) was:

ACTIVITIES

In Evian, September 1944, the Research Comm:ttee of
Knowledge as such participated for the first time in
a world congress: VI World Congress of Sociology. 19
papers were presented at 1ts sessions and the authors
came from 12 countries: USA (&), Argentina (2),
France (2), Canada (1), Denmark (1}, FRG (1), Hungary
(”Israel (1), Italy (1), Poland (1), and UK (1).

The second and last participation of this Research
Committee in a world congress was 1n Varna (1970} at
the VIl World Congress of Sociology. The Committee
held two scientific meetings on “Society and
Consciousness" where 18 contributions from various
countries were discussed: USA (4), Bulgaria (3),
Canada (2), France (2), UK (2), Argentina (1},
Denmark (1), 1taly (1), The Netherlands (1} and
Romania (1).

The Research Committee was discontinued by the Execu-
tive Committee of the IS5A in April 1972, after a long
period of inactivity and the resignation of its
president, Kurt Wolff, In a letter dated February
2ist, 1972, Kurt Wolff resigned stating that "the job
has been, especially since WVarna, far more a source
of frustration than of gratification", and that it
proved very difficult for him to communicate with
members and to raise a relevant project of
international activity.

11. SOCIOLOGY OF MASS COMMUNICATIDN

ORIGINS

It seems that the first paper on mass communication
problems ever presented at a world congress of socio-
logy was Alphons Silbermann's "Sociological Aspects
of Radio Music" submitted at the I1 World Congress of
Sociology, Liége (Belgium), August 1953.

Six years later, during the IV World Congress of

Sociology (Milano and Stressa, 1959), a section was
devoted to "Application of Sociological Knowledge to
Mass Communication". It is not known exactly how many
papers were delivered at the meeting, but the
publication Transactions of the IV World Congress of
Sociology, vol. 1III, contains the introducteory paper
of the session chairman, Morris Janowitz, and Robert
Schulze. There are also 7 abstracts written by schol-
ars coming from: USA (3), UK (1), FRG (1), Norway (1)
and Yugoslavia (1}. The report of the discussion
included S5 other references to papers submitted at
the Congress.

At the end of the Congress, the 1SA Executive
Committee approved the establishment of the Research
Committee on Mass Communication.

EXECUTIVE AND MEMBERS
In 1959 the Committee had 15 members coming from
France (4), USA (4), Italy (2), UK (2}, Belgium (1),

FRG (1) and Poland (1}. Its first president was
George Friedmann (France), and since 1961 the
secretary was Edgar Morin (France)l. There were no

substantial changes in the national composition of
the Committee during its first years of existence.

The Board elected at the VII World Congress of Socio-
logy (Varna, September 1970) was as follows:

At a board meeting held in Paris on December &, 1976,
it was agreed to promote contacts and initiatives
with similar bodies that might be interested in
fostering studies and research in the area. At the
same time the board considered advantageous to widen
the Committee's 1interests to the spheres of the
Sociology of Culture and Knowledge.

In Paris, on November 25, 1977, the board decided to
set up links between the Research Committee and all
those working in the field of culture and knowledge.
It was agreed with the representatives of the Intern-
ational Association for the Sociology of Knowledge to
prepare a joint presentation for the session on
"Knowledge and Communication” chaired by the
president of the Research Committee at the IX World
Congress of Sociolegy in Uppsala (1978). Depending on
the outcome of the experience, the creation of a
joint committee was to be considered.

First contact with the International Society for
Sociology of Knowledge was initiated by its
participation in the VIII World Congress of Socioclogy
(Toronto, 1974). Under 1ts sponsarship there was
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organized a session on “Socioclogy of Knowledge"
coordinated by Juan Corradi (Argentina) and Harriet
Friedmann (Canadal.

Moreover, Alexander Gella chaired a special round-
table on “"Toward the Sociology aof  the
Intelligentsia”.

At the 1X World Congress of Sociology (Uppsala 1978}
the following board was elected for the period 1978-
1982:

At that time the Committee had almost 100 members
from 24 countries: Austria, Canada, Chile, France,
FRG, GDR, Hungary, Italy, Mexico, Norway, The
Netherlands, Poland, Portugal, Puerto Rico, Romania.
Spain, Sweden, Switzerland, UK, USA, USSR, Venezuela,
Yugoslavia.

The new board elected 1n Uppsala was enlarged in
order to reflect better the Committee's extended
interests and broader international representation:

ACTIVITIES

In June 1962 a colloquium on "Film Hero" was organi-
zed 1in Sestri-Levante, Italy. George Friedmann,
chairman of the Research Committee, presided the
meeting and Edgar Morin, secretary of the Committee,
with C. Bremond were scientific directors of the
colloquium, 14 participants came from: France (&),
Italy (2»), Czechoslovakia (1}, India (1), Poland
(1), Portugal (1), USA (1) and Yugoslavia (1).

At least four papers were presented at the session on
Mass Communication held during the V World Congress
of Sociology (Washington, September 1962).

On May 12-13, 1963, in the Centre Culturel de
Royaumont, French members of the Committee with the
assistance of the Centre d Etudes des Communication
de Masse, organized a colloquium on "Culture supérie-
ure et culture de masse" . Approximately 13
specialists were present at the meeting, among them
Paul Lazarsfeld.

At the VI MWorld Congress of Sociology (Evian,
September 19466), 13 papers were presented by scholars
coming from: USA (4), Belgium (2), Czechoslovakia
(1), FRG (1), France (1), Hungary (1), Italy (1),
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Poland (1} and The Netherlands (1).

At the business meeting of the Research Committee,
the board decided to concentrate the Committee's
activities on an international research project on
"Youth and Mass Communication". In 1967 a joint
program for this project was elaborated by a wide
group of scholars, in particular the Italian team
chaired by Francesco Alberoni, then Secretary General
of the Committee, and the French team chaired by
Edgar Morin, then President of the Committee. In the
same vyear, the French team prepared a specific
program to study the current situation, problems and
conditions in France.

Although the 1international research project had a
very good start, it could not be continued due to the
lack of funds. Many national teams had to renounce
for financial reasons, other teams pursued with
partial research projects and the results were
presented at the VII World Congress of Sociology
(Varna 1970).

In 1969 the Committee modified radically its uﬂf
working. There was developed a minimal progra. f
basic activities lsoliciting participation of
scientists and institutions, publication of a
bulletin, focusing on major research in the field of
sociology of mass communication) which would lead to
the development of more complex projects.

At the VII MWorld Congress of Sociclogy (Varna,
September 1970), more than 15 papers were delivered
at the Committee's sessions:

Sessions 1 & 2: Research on Future Mass Communication
Sessions 3 & 4: Youth Culture

The authors of these papers came from B countries:
UsA (5), Bulgaria (2), France (2), Poland (1),
Romania (1), The Netherlands (1), UK (1} and
Yugoslavia (1).

The Committee organized 3 sessions at the VIII World
Congress of Sociology (Toronto, August 1974):

An international conference  on "Ideology and
Structure of the Criticism in the Mass Media" was
held in Barcelona (Spain) on June 30 - July 3, 1976.
It was co-sponsored by the Research Committee and the
Spanish Association ANCHE. Two main subjects were
discussed: (1) The influence of personal and group
ideology on critical practice; (2) Analysis of struc-
tures in journalistic practice.

Members of the Committee actively participated in the
X General Assembly and Scientific Conference on "Mass
Media and Man's View of Society" which was organized
by the International Association for Mass Communicat-
ion Research (IAMCR) on August 30 - September 4,
1976, in Leicester (UK).

On October 20-22, 1977, a preparatory meeting for the
IX World Congress of Sociology was held in Trento
(Italy). Two subjects were dealt with: (1} Inventory
and prospects in mass media research, (2) Organizat-
ion and creativity 1n mass communication. The meeting
was attended by over 40 scholars from various, mainly
European, countries.

An international conference on "Popular Alternatives
to the Mass Media” was held on May 24-29, 1978, in
Cambrils and Barcelona (5pain!). The meeting was co-
sponsored by the Research Committee and three Spanish



institutions: Facultad de Ciencias de la Informacion
de la Universidad de Madrid, Facultad de Ciencias de
la Informacion de la Universidad Autonoma de
Barcelona, Centro de Investigaciones Sociologicas de
Madrid. The conference was attended by over BO schol-
ars, 30 of them Spaniards. 44 papers were presented
within three main topics: (1) Radical or critical
social sciences and popular communication, (2) Resis-
tance/dissidence and popular communication, (3) Basic
movements/new social practices and popular communica-
tion.

The International Society for the Sociclogy of Knowl-
edge also sponsored a series of sessions on Sociology
of Knowledge during the I¥ World Congress of
Sociology.

The XI Congress of the International Association for
Mass Communication Research (IAMCR) was held in
September 1978 in Warsaw (Poland). The conference was
attended by nearly 3500 participants; the Committee
was represented by i1ts Vice-President Denis McQuail.
Discussions were organized around the theme “Mass
Media and National Cultures” and dealt with: the
possibility of maintaining an autonomous national

culture in the face of a growing international mass
media culture; the potential conflict within a
society between a traditional and socially valued
culture and a commercial or popular culture of the
media; the imbalance of cultural 'strength' between
the third world and industrialized 'exporter’' countr-
ies; the general problem of formulating an appropori-
ate national or international communication palicy.

Two international comparative studies were launched
by the Committee in 1978: (1} '"Prestige Press,
Ideology and Public Dpinion" involving France, United
Kingdom, German Federal Republic, Italy and Spain;
{2) "Sociclogy of Sociological Knowledge".

A Symposium was held in Burgos (Spain) on July 3-7,
1979, on "Culture Industries and Society Models". At
the same time the Committee met to discuss its
current affairs. Joint meetings were held on the same
occasion with IAMCR representatives, with Gilles
Pronovost, Executive Secretary of the ISA Research
Committee of Leisure, Everet Rogers, Fresident of the
International Communication Association (ICA} and
Ivan Vitanyi, promotor of a new research committee on
Sociology of Expressive Culture.

The Research Committee co-sponsored with the Research
Committee on Sociology of Leisure an international
conference on “Popular Culture" held on April 23-25,
1980 in Trois-Riviéres, Québec (Canadal. The Commit-
tee was responsible for organizing two working
groups: “"Mationmal Cultures and Peopular Cultures" and
"Popular and Counter-Culture".

The Board and many members of the Committee toock part
in the World Congress of the International Associat-
ion of Mass Communication Research (IAMCR), during
the last days of August 1980, in Caracas (Venezuela),
on the theme "New Structures of International Commun—
ication? The Role of Research". .

In 1981 the Committee launched a project on "Press
and Public Opinion". It gave an incentive to a sympo-
sium on "lIdeology, Mass Media and the Production of
Reality" organzied by the Committee at the X World
Congress of Sociology (Mexico 19B2).

In the same year, 1981, the Committee coordinated a
project on "TV News and Production of Reality" which
involved working teams from 14 countries: Canada,
France, Greece, Hungary, I[Italy, Israel, Marocco,
Mexico, The MNetherlands, Sweden, Switzerland, Spain,
Tunesia, UK, USA, and Yugoslavia. The results of this
study were presented during the International Festi-
val of TV Information, October [5B4.

The average attendance was high; this was due partly
to the participation of a good number of Latin
American researchers as Spanish was also being used
as a working language. Altogether over 90 papers were
presented and discussed.

The Symposium on “ldeology, Mass Media and the
Production of Reality" which the Committee organized
at the Congress, created a lot of interest among
participants. It was based on two international
comparative researches that the Committee is carrying
on in 18 countries on press and TV news. Around 200
persons attended the Symposium.

A new working group on Political Communication was
launched at the World Congress of International
Palitical Science Association in 1982, during the
sessions dedicated to the topic of communication
which were attended by many members of the Research
Committee. This has been followed up in Mexico, and
as a consequence some national groups on political
communication have been created in several countries.

In cooperation with UNESCO, Claudioc Aguirre-Bianchi
(Sweden), co-secretary of the Committee, launched in
1983 an international study on "The New World
Information and Communication Order (NOMIC)". Seven
working teams were set to analyse 20 special cases
described in 230 newspapers in 4% countries.

In 1983 Peter Dahlgren, co-secretary of the
Committee, with J.M. Barbero, L. Henny and A.
Lamberti initiated a research project on tv serials/"
soap operas". In January 1984 the Committee organized
in Madrid (Spain) a methodological seminar on “Etude
des Feullletons Télevises: Dallas" which was attended
by 27 participants from 10 countries.

An i1nternational meeting on "Communication and Life
Styles" initiated by the Committee was organized in
Ljubljana (Yugoslavia) in MNovember 1985, by the
Section for Communication and Public Opinion of the
Yugoslav Sociological Association together with the
Faculty of Sociology, Political Sciences and
Journalism of Edvard Kardelj University, and the city
of Ljubljana. Chairperson of the Organizing Committee
was France Vreg, and Slavko Splichal was 1ts
Coordinator.
